Dear Parents,

Welcome to the 2011-2012 school year. We are all very excited to be starting a new year. | wanted
to take this time to remind you of the procedures we have in place for the morning rolling drop —
off, if you choose to participate.

Schoolyard coverage begins at 7:45-if your child needs to be in school earlier please consider the
before school program that begins at 7:15 (school cafeteria $5.00).

We have added additional cones to set up the rolling drop off parameters. It is important that all
parents/drivers DO NOT DOUBLE PARK ON EAST 3" st. Even one car double parked wreaks havoc
with the rolling drop-off and puts the safety of our children at risk.

PLEASE FOLLOW THE BELOW PROCEDURES:

e If you are participating in the rolling drop off the driver remains in his/her driver’s seat and
allows the SBCA staff to assist your child(ren) out of the car. Once your child(ren) are out
safely, you slowly continue on East 3" Street.

e You ONLY come down East Third Street heading east (towards Castle Island) entering from N
Street and exiting towards O Street. Heading west (towards N Street) has caused MAJOR
traffic standstills and is not safe for the children.

e [f it is your intention to walk your child into the school yard, please DO NOT park your car in
the designated drop off area of East 3" Street. It is recommended that you park on O Street or
Broadway ONLY. DO NOT BLOCK ANY DRIVEWAYS.

Thank you to the many parents that have helped to make the rolling drop off a success. | hope this

reminder is helpful. The safety of our children is paramount in all of our policies and procedures.

We ask that you also be considerate of the neighbors who may be trying to exit their parking

spaces in the morning.
